
A “Go Bag” is a bag containing items you might need in an emergency. The 
contents of a Go Bag can vary depending on a school’s needs and unique 
characteristics. However, here are some common items that can be found in Go 
Bags.
If your school cannot afford to outfit a Go Bag for every teacher/classroom, 
consider working with your PTA, non-profit group, hospital, professional group, 
church, etc. to do a drive to create the bag for you.

• Back Pack

• Batteries

• Bottled or pouched water

• Cell Phone Portable Charger

• Clipboard

• Duct Tape

• Emergency Blanket

• First Aid Kit (bandages, rubber gloves, etc.)

• Flashlight

• Fluorescent Vest or Hat

• Glow Sticks

• Hair Ties/Rubber Bands

• Hand Warmers

• Hand-Crank Radio

• Mask

• Medical Conditions List

• Medications

• Parent/Guardian Contact Info

• Permanent Marker

• Rain Poncho

• Rope or Twine

• Scissors or Multipurpose Tool

• Snacks (granola bars, fruit snacks, etc.)

• Sticky Name Badges

• Tennis Shoes/Socks

• Trash Bag

• Wet Wipes

• Whistle

• Work Gloves
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
